 The life of a Methodist minister is a living testimony to the truism: ñThe 
only thing thatôs permanent is change.ò We clergy learn to adapt fairly quickly 
to changing circumstances.  Even when we have long tenures in a particular location, we 
tend to be suspicious of those who suggest that we might óbe here a long timeô. A few 
people, since learning that we are moving, have told Jan and me that they had hoped we 
would retire here. Sounds nice, but we are a bit too nomadic to take those words very 
seriously, Iôm afraid.  
 In fact, any Methodist minister who takes the concept of itinerancy seriously, (that is, 
the understanding that in the final analysis it is the bishop who has the final word concerning 
clergy appointments), recognizes that a local church is not our true home. It is always 
difficult for us to have a sense of roots, place, and belonging. Often, we see ourselves as on 
a journey called The Itinerant Methodist Ministry. We know that this journey can take us to 
many places we never envisioned.  
 It is with that understanding and acceptance that we prepare to move on to Lafayette, 
LA and Asbury United Methodist Church. We agree with those who have told us, ñyou wonôt 
be that far away.ò On the other hand, our relationship with you will be forever changed in a 
few short weeks. I can continue to be your friend, but I will no longer be your pastor. I will 
not be coming back for weddings or funerals. Our daughter will be having our third 
grandchild here in June, so you may see us driving through town, but we wonôt be meddling, 
just hugging and loving.  
 All transitions have three phases: an ending, a period of confusion, and a new 
beginning.  No one can tell how long the óconfusionô stage will last, but it represents a time 
when things are unsettled, when we are adjusting to a new reality. Let us never forget, 
however, that when we work through the emotions involved in endings, there is always the 
possibility of a wonderful new beginning.  
 I have great respect for Rev. Weldon Bares, and I truly believe he will do a wonderful 
job as your new Senior Pastor. Be patient with him, tell him your name often, and exercise 
the spiritual gift of Christian hospitality. Understand that he too will be going through his own 
time of transition, including saying goodbye to a congregation he has served for ten years.  
 Thanks to all of you who have graciously shared with us along the journey that is 
Christian ministry!
